Brenda moved
in right around Halloween, and she and her two
children, Jenna and Jordan, have a decent place to
call home.

We can never sit still, however. There will always
be those in need of decent, affordable housing,
and especially in these times of economic
uncertainty. The housing crisis and economic
downturn have made our mission more
important than ever. Fortunately, we haven’t
been sitting still. Two lots were purchased in
Reedsburg this spring, and we plan to purchase
three more in Portage shortly. Our goal is to
increase our building volume from one house per
year to two or more. If everything goes as
planned, next year we will be building in both
Reedsburg and Portage.

We have quite a fired-up crew in Reedsburg, and
we hope to build some excitement in Portage
over the winter months.

Reedsburg Build Update

After evaluating the impact of last summer’s floods on the Reedsburg area, the Board
recently voted to move forward with the planned 2009 build, demonstrating their
unanimous support for and belief in the need to reach into the Reedsburg area with a
new Habitat home.

Activities have now started in earnest and by this spring, all should be in order to begin our 7th home. In addition to
the build planned for Walnut Street in Reedsburg, the Sauk Columbia Habitat for Humanity is also aiding in flood re-
lief efforts in cooperation with the Richland-Sauk-Columbia Long Term Disaster Recovery Committee. As folks help
out with flood relief efforts through the winter months, the community will come to know more about the mission of
Habitat.

The family selection process for Reedsburg is scheduled to be completed by the end of this year and will be an-
nounced shortly thereafter. Once the family is selected, their needs will be evaluated and a home design will be com-
pleted.

Fundraising plans are underway and are likely to include a Christmas tree sales project and a BowkA-Thon. These
projects will take place over the winter and help build awareness for the spring build while helping raise the money
needed to make the project a success.

Habitat owns two adjacent lots in Reedsburg. One will be used for the 2009 build and the other will be reserved for a
future project. Making the first Reedsburg build a success will be key in expanding Habitat’s objectives and ministry in
the areas we serve.

Additional volunteers are needed to help with the planning and pre-build efforts to ensure the success of the Reeds-
burg project.

Portage Build Update

The need for affordable housing in the city of Portage is significant. In response to that need, Habitat for Humanity
Sauk Columbia Area placed bids on two lots on the city’s south side earlier this year. Those bids were accepted, and
the affiliate will assume ownership as soon as a closing can be arranged.

Within the next few months we will be selecting a family for the first lot and moving forward with plans for a build in
the summer of 2009. We have been fortunate to have this build selected as a Thrivent Build for 2009. This means
that Thrivent Financial for Lutherans has agreed to fund 65% of the cost of the house and local Lutheran congrega-
tions another 10%. We are very grateful to these groups for making this build possible. Of course, there will be plenty
of need for other volunteers and donations to complete the build!

It takes lots of volunteers with varied skills to bring a project such as this to completion. From fundraising, to serving
on the family selection committee, to coordinating the building plans, to swinging a hammer or a paintbrush, to pro-
viding meals for volunteers, there is a job for anyone interested.

In preparation for this future building project, we are inviting interested citizens to an organizing meeting on Wednes-
day, January 28 at 6:30 PM at the Portage High School. Formation will begin of the various teams that will be needed
to begin the build next spring.
