
 

Lots of good things are happening with Habitat in 

the Sauk-Columbia Area, so I thought I’d get out 

a short update. 
 

First of all, the Baraboo build is going along 

wonderfully. Drywall is going in and we are still 

on schedule for a house dedication September 

28th. Thanks to everyone who has helped out on 

the build so far. You can still get in on the action 

– there is a lot more to do! Contact Bill

We had some Canadian visitors come through 

the area in July from the Winnipeg Cycle of Hope 

tour. Each year a ―blitz build‖ house is started 

when they leave home and it is finished when 

they get back, in 12 days!. They typically raise 

about $150,000 each time! On this trip they 

stayed in Lodi one night and rode through 

Baraboo to get a ―photo-op‖ at the build there. 

They were very impressed with our build and the 

local Midwest hospitality. 
 

This spring 2 lots were purchased in Reedsburg 

for what we hope will be our next build. 

Organization has begun with Building, Volunteer 

and Fundraising/PR committees from the 

Reedsburg area. Reedsburg is still recovering 

from devastating floods, so this might delay 

things, but we’ll see how it goes. We are also 

looking at lots in Portage and some more in 

Baraboo for future builds, so stay tuned! 
 

We had another successful golf outing at the 

Lake Wisconsin County Club. Thanks to Janis 

Baun and her crew for this event and the over 

$50,000 this event has raised over the last seven 

years. Other events where you might have seen 

Habitat include a Wal-Mart Brat Fry in Baraboo, 

the Sauk County Fair, and a bake sale at the 

Baraboo Old Fashioned Days. 
 

People have been asking about Shantytown. The 

next Shantytown will be in Spring 2009, with the 

exact location and date TBD. With the fall event 

we found the late school starting dates and the 

start-up of school activities made it difficult for 

kids to get pledges together and get their teams 

organized. So we will try for spring next year and 

see how it goes. 

Finally, the Habitat Resale 

Warehouse opened its doors for 

business in April. We’ve been open 

the 1st and 3rd Saturdays of the month, and we’ve 

averaged around $750 in sales each time which 

goes directly into Habitat projects. Not bad for a 

shoestring operation with word-of-mouth 

advertising! I’d really like to see this get better 

organized and be open more often, as I think it has 

huge potential to be a fundraiser for Habitat. It’s 

also a good place for local residents to get cheap 

but good building materials. If you have a hardware, 

construction or retail background, we could really 

use your help!
